THE MYSTERY OF BOUVET ISLAND. Lying deep in the South Atlantic, Bouvet Island has been described

as one of the most isolated places on earth. The nearest land mass is Antarctica, more than 1,700 kilometers

away. the island has never been inhabited and since the plant life is unsustainable, it is likely that no one ever

will.

How can one reach Bouvet Island? To reach Bouvet Island, one must charter a ship or join an expedition, as

there are no scheduled transportation options available. Access is challenging due to its remote location in the

Southern Ocean. Bouvet Island lies south of the Mid-Atlantic Ridge and was officially designated a nature

reserve 40 years ago.

No claim was made until 1825, when the British flag was raised. In 1928, the UK waived its claim in favor of
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Norway, which had occupied the island the previous year. In 1971, Bouvet Island and the adjacent territorial

waters were designated a nature reserve. Since 1977, Norway has run an automated meteorological station on

the island.
